I will commit to memory the mission of the dance ministry which is:

To the best of my ability, | will attend all rehearsals and presentations.
I will arrive a few minutes early to rehearsals so that | can be ready to start rehearsing on time and
therefore, avoid keeping the other dancers and directors waiting for me.
I will bring my dance binder to every rehearsal unless informed that it isn’t required.
I will inform the director as far ahead as possible if I cannot attend rehearsal.
I understand that for each dance I must attend at least 75% of the rehearsals & the last 2 rehearsals or
I may not be allowed to participate when the dance is presented in worship.
I understand that extra, individual rehearsals will be given if needed, provided | have attended
rehearsals and practiced on my own.
I will arrive early on the morning of a dance offering so that | will be dressed and ready to rehearse
at the designated time.
I will take responsibility for the care of my costume, making sure that all items are washed, in good
repair, accounted for, and put away in a careful, organized fashion.
To the best of my ability, | will participate in all fundraisers and activities.
| promise to support and encourage my fellow dancers.
| promise to respect and support the directors.
| understand that in order to participate in the dance ministry this Sacred Dance Covenant must be
signed by one of my parents/guardians, the director(s), and me and turned in.
